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Rut not all brushes are as gentle as others, which means you 
should shop around for tools that provide convenience while 
also comforting your pet. Mor example, you probably want to 
stay away from brushes with harsh bristles. Instead, it's best to 
opt for a plastic barbed brush that features rounded tips that 
smoothly and safely glide over your pet's skin. These types of 
brushes may be cheaper than others, but that doesn't mean 
they're any less eYective. Retter yet, they're ideal for all types 
of pet grooming. -hether brushing a shortHhaired pup or a 
longHhaired kitty, these barb style brushes reach deep within fur 
to get it clean. Strong and sturdy, you can even apply a bit of 
force to these kinds of brushes without harming your pet.

PREPARATION

Rrushing not only cleans and smooths your pet's hair. This 
allows you to detect parasites early and treat them before they 
spread. Don't forget to be mindful and observant when groomH
ing your pet!

  Rrushing in the opposite direction of hair growth can 
be uncomfortable for furry pets. This is why you should 
always brush in the same direction that your pet's hair 
naturally grows.

  3ake sure you are always gentle and sweet when groomH
ing. 2fter all, pets are like family!

  Tackle tangles and knots 4rst before proceeding to brush 
all over. If need be, use a bit of conditioner to loosen tanH
gles, scissors to cut matted spots, or a comb to remove 
tight knots.
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TOOLS

Grooming Comb (Tool#8): -ith teeth that are strategically 
spaced to combat tough tangles, the grooming comb is the tool 
groomers use to groom dogs with bristly, coarse, or rough hair. 
Oalf of the metal pins are close together for reach deep into 
fur, while the other half are more widely spaced to easily glide 
through tangled coats.

Detangling Comb with Handle (Tool#7): This comb works 
great for detangling knots and brushing through your pet's fur, 
especially for those with medium or long hair. If you 4nd a 
standard comb uncomfortable to use, the version with a handle 
is a perfect choice for easier grooming.
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Grooming Rake with Handle (Tool#11): 2 more robust groomH
ing tool designed for managing and untangling matted fur and 
knots. Its construction, featuring thick stainless steel teeth, efH
fectively handles even the most tangled coats of longHhaired 
dogs. The tool's shape ensures maximum convenience and reH
liability, making it an essential accessory for thorough and eqH
cient grooming.

Deshedding Tool: Does your dog or cat6s undercoat get knotH
ted, tangled, matted, or shed excessively? 2 deshedding tool can 
help, but use it carefully. -ith straight, rigid teeth, pressing too 
hard can cause pain. Instead, gently glide it over your pet6s coat.
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Undercoat Rake (Tool#9): Typically a doubleHsided grooming 
tool featuring rounded, sharp teeth of varying densities on each 
side. It is designed for eYectively removing shedding fur and 
addressing minor tangles and knots. This tool is particularly 
eqcient on shortH to mediumHcoated pets, delivering optimal 
grooming results. The teeth's shape ensures skin safety, providH
ing a gentle yet thorough grooming experience.

Dematting Tool: The tool consists of a series of long, sharp 
blades arranged like a comb, engineered to simultaneously 
comb through and slice apart knots. This uniJue design makes 
it an indispensable solution for eqciently managing severely 
matted fur, providing results that conventional grooming tools 
cannot achieve.
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Flea Сomb: -ith straight, closely spaced metal teeth, this comb 
removes Geas, eggs, and tight tangles. Bften used as a 4neHtooth 
detangler, it should follow a generalHpurpose grooming brush. 
Ideal for getting under mats, it's perfect for longHhaired dogs 
and cats.

Double-Sided Brush: -ith soft bristles on one side and sturdy 
metal pins on the other, this grooming brush is a mustHhave 
for pet owners and groomers. The metal pins remove tangles 
and mats, while the soft bristles smooth the coat for a silky 
4nish. Eerfect for pets with various hair textures, it handles both 
coarse and softer fur eYortlessly.
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TECHNIQUE

De-Tangling & Knot Removal

If your pet's hair is severely knotted or tangled, an intensive 
brushing will be reJuired. 8ust make sure that you are paying 
attention to your pet's emotions as you groom. Oe or she should 
be relaxed and comfortable.

C. 9lide your hands over your pet's coat to feel where knots 
and tangles are located.

F. Dispense a dollop of dry conditioner (1) around the area 
of each knot or tangle. Mollow the directions for the prodH
uct you're using. It should loosen knots and tangles in 
just a few minutes.

’. Bnce softened and easier to manage, carefully brush 
your pet's fur with an undercoat rake for removing knots 
(2). Wour pet might become agitated, as the pulling can 
be painful. Try to minimiNe the pain as much as possible, 
and don't forget to comfort your fur baby.

5. -hen combing tangles, you should start from the outH
side and then work your way in. Since it can lead to 
tighter tangling, you never should try to comb a knot 
from the inside. 2nd don't forget to initially identify the 
direction of growth to prevent any unnecessary pain.

7. If you are only having success undoing a portion of the 
knot because the rest of it is dry and stiY, try reapplying 
the conditioner before attempting to brush again.
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Wou should now be able to easily remove tangles from your 
pet's coat. If the tangled mess is too hard to handle with basic 
grooming, proceed to the next step.

Cutting Knots & Clipping Tangles

C. (an't loosen or comb a particular knot or tangle? 9rab a 
pair of grooming scissors (3) and gently cut it loose. 3ake 
sure you 4rst feel how far the knot is from the skin, so as 
to avoid contact.

F. Wou probably should 4nd someone to help you with cutH
ting or severing knots. (utting while your pet is moving 
could lead to avoidable accidents.

’. Start slow! To ensure a safe grooming experience for 
your pet, begin by gradually snipping around the knot. 
It's always better to cut less fur than to harm your preH
cious pet.

5. Bnce you've to remove the knot, pick up a grooming 
comb (4) and see if you can brush it out.

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7. If the fur is covered in tight tangles and knots or if they're 
too close to the skin, you may have to shave your pet's 
coat with an electric raNor.

1. If you don't have any experience with an electric raNor, 
4nd someone who does. Shaving without knowing what 
you're doing could harm your pet.

Wou're on your way to becoming a brushing pro! Low that 
you know how to detangle and eradicate knots, you'll want 
to also practice proper maintenance to prevent the coat from 
once again tangling. Wou can do so by freJuently brushing and 
bathing your pet. 8ust always be wary when using pet groomH
ing products. Lot all of them are designed for your particular 
grooming situation.

2s always, only use shampoos and conditioners that are deH
signed for pets. If your pet's hair is extra touchy or unmanageH
able, try products that are formulated to intensively soften and 
promote shine.

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TIPS & TRICKS

  9rooming the tangled coat of a shortHhaired pet? If so, it's 
best to begin by gently brushing the fur in the direction of 
growth. ™This directional brushing will loosen tangles and 
break up knots.: Bnce you've brushed in the direction 
of growth, brush the other way as you massage your 
pet's coat. ™Ueverse brushing removes dead skin cells 
and debris, but it also stimulates blood Gow.: Lext, brush 
in the direction of hair growth for a polished 4nish.

  9rooming a mediumHhaired pet? If so, it's recommended 
you use a comb to detangle before brushing with either 
a metal or plastic groomer's brush. Qook for a brush with 
blunt prongs that prevent scratching, and make sure you 
avoid tugging or tussling your pet's hair, as this can cause 
discomfort.

  9rooming a longHhaired pet such as a Rorder (ollie or 
(ocker Spaniel? If so, you'll need the proper tools. Since 
maintaining the coat of a longHhaired breed is tedious 
and timeHconsuming, the right kind of tools are necH
essary. Oowever, prior to brushing, remove knots and 
matting by clipping around those areas, then running 
a comb through. Rrushing without 4rst detangling and 
dematting can cause your pet to experience pain.

  Don't forget to reward your precious pet with some tasty 
treats following a grooming session. Oe or she will beH
come more comfortable with grooming if rewarded for 
good behavior.
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  It's recommended you follow grooming with a bath. Eay 
special attention to the products you're using to ensure 
they are suitable for your pets. There's a wide range of 
shampoos and conditioners to choose from, but not all 
are eJually aYordable or considered safe for all breeds.

  Pse a soft towel to dry your pet once he or she gets out 
of the tub. 8ust make sure you avoid rubbing sensitive 
areas where hair is bare or skin is irritated. 2lso pay 
close attention when using a hair dryer, as the noise can 
sometimes frighten skittish pets.

  Lot comfortable grooming your pet by yourself? Wou can 
get some pointers from your veterinarian or ask himHher 
for groomer recommendations. Some veterinary clinics 
even oYer grooming services for aYordable rates.

  (an't 4nd a groomer you trust or can't aYord to have 
your  pet  professionally  groomed?  Lo  problem!  DIW 
grooming simply reJuires the correct groom tools. 9et 
yourself a grooming kit and use the brushes, scissors, 
and bath products to care for your kitty cat or pooch's 
fur. 3ost kits don't include Juality combs, so you might 
want to consider buying your own.

  Though important, grooming is not the only thing needH
ed to maintain a healthy coat. Wou also want to make sure 
your pet is being fed a balanced diet and keep him or her 
up to date when it comes to shots and vaccinations.
